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Throughout core book time we will also make links to other fiction and non-
fiction texts that relate to topics covered in the stories.

Handwriting — (using the Little Wandle formation patters and starting to look at
the Pen Pals Scheme)

A focus on letter formation and letter families in phonic sessions and any
writing activities. Number formation in maths sessions.

- Continue to work on letter formation for lower case letters.

- Recognise up to 5 objects quickly without
counting (‘subitising’).

Phonics — Little Wandle Scheme support your child.
Each daily 20 min session for this term will be focusing on phase 2/3 of Little
Wandle (initial sounds and digraphs / trigraphs). We will also continue to
introduce new tricky words to read and spell, plus revising all previous sounds
learnt.

We will be having a big focus on how to decode words using their phonic
knowledge. For example, ch/i/p = “chip”.

Communication and Language:

-To listen to stories and respond with relevant comments and questions.

- To share storylines in play or recall events accurately through their talk and discussions. For example, linking their play in the
home corner to real cooking experiences.

- Articulate their ideas and thoughts in well-formed sentences. For example, through talking about what they would like to
make in the creative area or what they predict a story might be about.

-To follow instructions with several actions.
